	Wide-bandgap oxide optoelectronic devices

	Session Abstract (250 words):
	This session will focus on developments of ZnO and related alloys for optoelectronics; particularly, solar blind photodetectors and UV/vis LEDs.  Solar blind detectors and UV/Vis LEDs have been approached through use of GaN alloys and still have performance issues to compete with alternate technologies.  ZnO has inherent material advantages such as a high exciton binding energy which make it potentially a game changer for miniaturized or solid state semiconductor device solutions for various lighting, spectroscopy and sensing needs.  Further  developments in the past year will be reported as well as some recent work (as to yet unreported) on nanowire approaches.
